With the conclusion of our show in the middle of May comes the reality that within a few short week
summer time temperatures will be here and each of us will have to take special measures to m
cettain our babies are comfortable during the extremely hot summer months of June, July, and Augu:

Here are a few tips to getting your babies through those unpleasant months.

Each of us must remember that in our summer heat the smaller your potdéeihigrto maintain any
moisture at all around your root tips. Accordingly, | have spent several days moving each plant in &
gallon pot up to at least a two gallon pot. That alone will make it easier to maintain some moistu
around your root tips anabt allow your plants to be stressed out for lack of water. If you bought any
plants at our show, especially 1 gallon pots, then you are faced with that same dilemma. It would
wise to repot.

Watering for me is almost a twice a day function. | try to watdl wehe morning and then later that
afternoon, if possible, | may turn on the hose for an afternoon cool down spray. Kind of reminds me
the things we used to do as kids. There was nothing like getting out the hose and cooling off each ot
Your plarts are no different.

One other technique that works for many hibiscus collectors in the Deep South is double potting yc
plants. If you can, try inserting a 2 gallon plant into an empty 3 gallon pot. That will create a 1 inc
buffer and air pocket arod your potted plant. That will keep your plants cooler.

The obvious answers to what technique you use on your own plants will depend on three sepal
issues: 1) How Many Plants Do You Have?, 2) Do you have any shade to give your plants in c
heated a#trnoons, and 3) how often are you able to water and maintain your plants. Give son
consideration to the top comments and decide for yourself what will work best for you. Then execu
your planéée.
